In contrast, South Korea
has sophisticated technical prowess, resilient infrastructure, and favorable government regulations, which
establish it as a frontrunner in the field of renewable energy. This discrepancy provides a chance to
uncover optimal methods and situational obstacles that might guide policy and strategic initiatives in
emerging nations such as Pakistan. The study used a mixed-methods methodology, integrating quantitative
analysis of energy performance data with qualitative insights obtained from stakeholder interviews. The
impact of EMP in both nations is evaluated by analyzing key performance indicators (KPIs) such as
energy efficiency, carbon footprint reduction, and cost-effectiveness. In essence, this comparative study
aims to fill the research gap by offering a thorough comprehension of how EMP may be customized to
various country contexts, therefore enhancing global sustainability via enhanced RSCM. The purpose of the
study is to provide practical suggestions for policymakers and industry stakeholders to promote more
efficient energy management in renewable supply chains globally as it is contributing towards SDG 7

goal.

Abstract : The cold chain plays a critical role in protecting the safety and quality of products for
consumers. The continuous growth of the cold chain industry can be attributed in part to the recent
COVID-19 pandemic and advancements in smart logistics technologies. This study focuses on the fresh
food and medicine cold chains, both of which are inextricably linked to the quality of human life, to
explore potential risk factors. To achieve this objective, we employed a web-crawling technique to collect
the news articles regarding cold chain risks from Google News. By using the Latent Dirichlet Allocation
(LDA) topic modeling, we extracted the risk factors from these articles, thus overcoming the limitations of
general survey research. Additionally, we enhanced the significance of our findings by calculating the
importance of each topic based on the probability of word frequency. Subsequently, we compared and
analyzed the risk factors associated with the fresh food and medicine cold chains. Our research findings,
based on data from the Google News platform collected from January 2015 to April 2022, provide
valuable insights for the study of supply chain risks in the cold chain industry.

Abstract : This study identified research trends to suggest future research directions for entrepreneurship
coaching, which has been relatively under-researched. The 507 studies that were finally obtained were
classified into overseas and domestic studies and analyzed for frequency by year, keyword frequency, and
keyword connection centrality. According to the results of the keyword analysis, keywords related to
education, development, and coaching were frequently mentioned in overseas studies, while 'performance’,
‘effectiveness', and 'function' were the top keywords in domestic studies. The centrality of keyword
connections in overseas studies was checked, and the words for entrepreneurship education and
development had a strong centrality, while 'effectiveness' and 'performance' were at the top of the list in
domestic studies. The topic of coaching was relatively distant. In Korea, research on entrepreneurship
coaching has been focused on verifying its effectiveness as part of entrepreneurship programs. Based on
the keyword analysis results of overseas studies, this study suggests the need for thematic research on
entrepreneurship coaching and a support system that considers the characteristics of the trainees, and

provides implications for the future of entrepreneurship coaching in Korea.
